Courses
XC- 8.75 mile loop. Starts out with fireroad climb, then rest of course is
mostly flat with technical rocky singletrack and fast fireroads.

DS- Two separate lanes, many sets of doubles which are easily rollable.

DH- All categories will be run on the same course, which should be both fun
and challenging for all ability levels.

STXC- Fast loop with some obstacles.

*There will be men's A, B, C, and women's A, B categories for both downhill
and dual slalom.

If there is a lack of racers for any one category, they may be combined with
another.

Medals will be awarded to the top three finishers in each race
